• Extended commandments concerning our neighbor to 
include the condition of your heart. 

• Only acceptable condition for divorce: “porneia”, 
sexual uncleanness.

• 1 Corinthians 5 – Paul expelling the sinning brother 
from the community: based on Leviticus 18:8 

• 1 Corinthians 6:9-20 Vice Lists 

• Based on Holiness Code
